StFed | Centre is indexed in
the international databases of scientific periodicals: SCOPUS, EBSCO, ERIH Plus
and CEEOL. The journal is published by the Masaryk Institute and the Archives
of the Czech Academy of Sciences and the CEVRO Institute.
